STATEMENT OF NEED: The subspecialty of Infectious Diseases is a rapidly 
involving area of medicine.  New pandemics, such as 2009 H1N1 influenza, and 
antibiotic-resistant bacteria pose formidable clinical challenges.

5.  What are the key issues facing aging HIV-infected patients? 
6.  What antibiotic options are available for serious MRSA infections?
